SUPERFAST BROADBAND 
This concerns the proposed upgrading and 
improving our Broadband package (speed) to the 
village. Currently they are asking for each 
household to register their interest via a website 
(see link below).  Looking at how well we have 
registered our support for this so far – West Ilsley 
could do better. We have 40 households 
registered (a Moderate response - green), but 
neighbouring East Ilsley is in the Excellent 
category - red (153 households) and there is also 
a "Good" category - orange in between.  It is very 
simple to go to the link and register or indeed view 
our (relatively poor) progress on a very good 
interactive map. Virtually everyone uses 
Broadband so I would have thought a faster 
service would be of interest to all. Those showing 
more interest are more likely to be upgraded 
sooner.
