The 70" anniversary of D-Day is fast approaching
and preparations for the Chilton D-Day
Commemoration and Village Festival on Saturday
7 June are well advanced, with a number of
stallholders, displays, live musical acts, bouncy
castle, kiddies go-karts and other activities
planned.
